Make an egg float in salt water 

What you'll need:
· Two eggs

· Water 

· Salt 

· A tall drinking glass 

Instructions:

1. Use the scientific method to solve the problem: Why does an egg float in salt water and not in regular tap water? Find the Independent, Dependent variable, experimental group and the control group. Write your hypothesis.
2. Pour water into two glasses until it is about half full. 

3. Stir in lots of salt (about 6 tablespoons) into one of the glasses of water. 

4. Gently lower the eggs into each of the glasses and watch what happens. 

5. Record your observations

6. Write out your conclusions?  This is where you tell whether you hypothesis was correct or incorrect; restate the hypothesis, and where you provide proof to what you learned!
